HOST MINISTRY: meeting and greeting parishioners and providing a welcoming environment.

O *Greeters — welcoming parishioners as they enter the church for weekend Mass.
O *Café Team — help keep the coffee shop open and running on Sunday morning while interacting with parishioners.

Bakers/Snack Helpers — bake or snacks for weekend coffee shop, special events, bake sales or group classes.

CHURCH/PARISH OPERATIONS:

Set Up/Clean Up Committee — help set up or clean-up for special events, group classes. Stage organization.

Finance Team - advise about parish budget/finances.

Sewing — someone who can sew/repair vestments, robes, costumes, etc. for special events.
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Pick Up Items — someone with a truck, van or station wagon that could pick up items needed for special events.

TECHNOLOGY MINISTRY: working with equipment that will enhance the faith experience.

O *Photography — someone with a camera (perhaps digital) who can take pictures of special events, classes, etc.

*Children’s Liturgy of the Word Coordinator — help organize volunteers to teach children during Mass.
*Children’s Liturgy of the Word Volunteer — help lead children about the readings during Mass.

*Assistants — assist teachers, students & administrator during class times with special projects.
